· No bonfires or campfires during fire season please.

· Fires hoses are supplied in the box at the right side of the cottage for use on small fires.

· While we make every endeavour to be prepared, Countrywide Cottages DOES NOT HAVE EXPERTISE IN THE PREDICTION OR DEFENCE AGAINST BUSHFIRE.
· While enjoying your holiday, please keep an ear out on TV or radio for the weather forecast so you can be aware of fire danger predictions over the course of your stay.  
· In the event of a Code Red (Catastrophic) warning WE WILL EVACUATE THE PROPERTY THE NIGHT BEFORE.  WE EXPECT YOU TO DO THE SAME 

· For an Extreme warning, we ask that you spend the day out , leaving by 9am, and travelling to the inland towns rather than the coast
· You must keep up to date with the current fire situation:

· Listen to  774 AM radio 
· download the Fire Ready app
· check emergency.vic.gov.au
· Call the Bushfire Information Line – 1800 240 667 (the number is on your keyring)
· In the case of a bushfire, guests are requested to EVACUATE IMMEDIATELY towards Winchelsea IF IT IS SAFE TO DO SO.  OTHERWISE, seek shelter AT THE OWNERS RESIDENCE or inside the cottage if at imminent threat.  Grab the people, dogs, medication and phones ONLY.  See map above.
